and the crazy conditions under which flatdwellers live.

The only weapon that tenants have will be their ability to'Llack' certain

flats. Occuﬁ%ion nmay also Le possible in the bi; blocks of flats -=- it has
worked in Itﬁy,so why not here.

"The unofficial strikes at bruno “hirts(Industrial wstate) and at vest Con
(Carraroe) illustrate the crying neced for rank and file unity of the working
class in the Galway area.

Take Bruno.lwo women were dismissed at B'runo and eight
were put on trial . as reported in the womens own Strike [«lletin
which we published in the las! issue of Galway vorker!, The refusal of
the ITGWU officials,iecade and 37reathnach to make the strike official aided
the divide and rule tactics of thel “uno boss ,rancaldi.

Westcon is a small factory in the Carraroe Industrial ﬁ%taye.lt.makes-
varpous parts of systcm Lullt houses.Although there are only 12 people
gnployed in the factory itself,there are about 30 more Westcon workers
round the country in different Luilding sites.Workers at Westcon have
teen on strike for 7/ weeks 1n protest at the sacking of 4 men and one
girl.This is a very inportant strike Lecause it is the first stand that
workers in Galway have made against redundancye.
As 1s tThe usual tale in Galway at the moment,the ITGWU Lureau-

crats have done another old''stal: in the back!'!'.The dynamic Juo Meade
and Breathnach have just addled another trophy to their long rccord of
SELL OUTS.Although this is a strike ovér basic trade union principles.
It is about the right to work. Yet the Aduo have refused to make the strike
official.Fursey Breathnach had to run off the Carraroe Estate when he tried
to call the strike off,
| The result of this bLetrayal has been that the other 50 workers
have continually passed the pickets and taken supplies out of the factory
to keep the work on the Luilding sites going.And if there is a shortage
of materials at Westcon supplies are Lrought in from Coens in Galway which
is non union.Just to help in the whole effort to Lreak the strike a few
of the male workers on the staff have rolled up their shirt sleeves and
are putting in a short period on the production line for the duration
of the strike. | |

| A few weeks ago the workers on strike attempted tp put an end to
the scabbing by stopping a lorry Lringing out supplics and smashing up
the stuff that was on it.After a phone call from the management Garda
were- Lrought in from as far away as oughterard.They were accomnpanied by
two special Lranch men from Galway city.The strikers were soon outnumber-
ed and have L:.en forcecl to allow the scabling lorries through.There is now

~one Garda on watch at the picket line permanently.
- Since the strike a few things have come out.It looks as if the nanage-
ment had planned 211 along that if the first Latch of redundancies had
Leen accepted therc woull e rore to follow.In fact 2ll the signs are that
they may Le sniping to close down the factory.Managemnent has already
~egun to spread the rumour that the long strike nay lead to closures
Yet the order ook is full and orders kopt coming in during the strike.,
Two factors however are threatening closure: I) Gross inefficiency ULy
managenent IT) shortage of ready cash which is a product of the planless
chaos of capitalisn going into recession. |

It is only the workers at Westcon who can nrevent this happening.
They know that there are not many jols around this area that will ‘e
offering Jjol.s at over 25 a week.But if they are to win and turn the “osses

AS we all Know Ly oW there 1s a big shortage of jols in Galway at the rnorment.

You have only to look at the “Avrpointnents' page in the Allvertiser or the

Tritune to scc how slack thlP >s arec. Every job in Galway nust Le held on to,
Vet at the nonent there arc rumours that Crown Controls will not last ancther
year., This is tacked up Ly the fact that ovbrti““ has becen cut out. ‘A month
ago,the attenpt Ly the Brunw nanagcnent to put 8 experiences operatives on a
ttrial perio?’' was scen Ly workcrs as a Slbn of coming. roTunﬂanc1os._workers
at Wostcon have showel thc way to fight bty winning back the jols of five of t
thelr Lrothurs threatened with the sack The nunbers signing on at the Laltour
Exchange is well over aI000. So whatever about thc ruriours an?' thce figures 1t
is clear that rcidun‘ancies is going to e onc of the lbiggest issues faclng
the working class in the coming ronths as the recession really bites.

What causes redunlancies 27 The sinmplest answer is that the reason varies

with each case, c,with each closure, So you coul:l say that the Threathened

closure at Galway Crystal was Lrought atout ,last sumner, Ly a corrupt and.
inefficient managenent. In another casc the pro-rluct is just out of date. Or
there might not lLe¢ enough denand for the stuff the factory -- this has

happened at DAnus in Linerick whwere the sales have fallen off with the collapse
of the small farmers incores,

But you also mneed an explanation of why we are facing a boncral WAVE of redun-
dancies,if we are to be allc.to organise against them., What we are seelng is
the fifst major crisis in capitalisu since the forties. The restrictions on

credit, the fall off in investnent, the %ankruptciﬁs Lring closures an'! lay--
offs. 'But the 1mportant point 1is that they areinot kind of natural Jlisaster
which is 1nev1ta7le. They arc an attempt Ly those Who own and control the
wealth in this socicty to nake the working class pay for THEIR crisis. Where
you have proluction Lase’ on profit and not on thc neceds of people ,you will
have overproduction an:d underprouction, Result : REDUKNDANCIES. CownetitiOB
betwe en the bosses forces them to cut ‘own on their 'costs8-- to rqtlonallso
yogotting Tess nenr to- doomore-work, Result ¢ REDUFDAFCIﬁs. '

But places like¢ the Galway Industrial Estatc are particularly opcen to redunlan
cies. Most of the companies who conc here are just the tiniest parts of multis
national e¢apires and can be knocke?! off without rmuch cost to thﬂ parcnt company
They are here ,not out of the love of thc Galway accent , tut Lecause of the
governent grants anl the cheap lalour. Once the Brants are up tbey pell out.
You have ornly 6o look at Beckrnans who caploye? I6 people ngkeing Lakery
rtachines. they close? immeiately after the £7000 grant, payed from. ‘taxes of
PAYE workers,was up. That is-what inperialisn-ds alx aTout.

How ”o we flgh relundancies ?2? Redunlancy compensatory paymnents only give
ypu a lump sun which lasts two or threc nonths,by which time you will have to
face the dolc. Another trick to se¢ll reduncdancies is "natural wastcage"-- where
retired workers are -not replacel. However when this happenel a while ago on the
locks,some of the dockers pointel out that JOBS were Lebng lost in a town
that had enough uneapoyel. The only effective stratezgy aginst redundancies 1s
one that recogniscs that workers should not take the ‘ar“an of the Losses -

crisis on theaselves. Where there is a fa2ll in denan” an ' lay-offs are “®ing
talked about we riust call for shairing of thec availalle work on full pay. No
man must go—to he door. The Traleglnions.must nake the goneral lenana

for cutting the working wecck to 35 hours without loss of pay. This . will Lring
a lot of the uneaploye? in from the dole gqucue. Tradc Unionists nust fight for
the atolition of overtinc in the presant crisis Ly hlttlnb at the reasons why
peiple nust 1o it -- low wages an high prices. We must Jdernanl flat rate
increases an’l a nininuw: wagie of £35 a week.

Where the Loss of a single factory tells us he is ' roke he nust L.e told that
we want to sech his accountlooks to maske sure he is not lying or is involvel
in corruption. If they prove that he is telling the truth we nust stikl fight
for the preservation of our jol's., This will Le got my fighting for the
nationalisation of the factory undcr werkers cwntroluuu wor s to have a
continous veto on the ‘ecisions of the manageacnt,
