I heard last week about the foun-
ding of your movement dedicated to
my brother Patsy. I am honoured and
very happy to hear about it. I would

- like to offer you some of the be-
liefs that my brother cherished
while alive. These will help you
Know and understand him better, and
will contribute a lot to making you
all stronger in your beliefs. Patsy
often urged his friends and comrades

to educate themselves, for education

is a mighty wepon in it's own right.
He read and studied of all our lead-
ers of past generations, Connolly,
Pearse, Laolor, and Tone,and he
grapsed their message firmly. He
studied our lands history, lerning
of how our forefathers went wrong.
With such an education he was able
to see through the duplicities of
modern politicians and socalled
leaders of the people and not be
mislead by their treacherous intent-
ions. He had a great love for our
language. He tried to learn it every
chance that he got, although most of
his time he spent fighting in the
present freedom struggle; and when
he learned a bit he would try to
teach others even if it was only a
few words. He belived that to learn
our language was to give us an iden-
tity, he was never ashamed of this
his main feature was determination.
He would never give in. He was in-
terned for seven months but this did
not dampen his enthusiasm or spirit.
He was arrested and held on remand
in 1975/76 and still he carried on.

I must stress that to work
for Ireland is a future of hardship
for you all. For the establishment
will use the full weight of its
repression to try to deter you from
your beliefs. But always remember
that they have never broken our
Irish spirit of freedom. It is our
noblest inheritence, and I know that
you the Irish youth have a fair
share of it.

BRITISH YOUTH ERUPTS

Several weeks ago over 200 Nazi skin heads invaded
the London district of Southall attacking Asian
residents and smashing their shop windows. The
youth of Southall replied by defending themselves
against the attacks which continued when the police
arrived to harass the Asian youth. A full scale
roit* erupted with attempts at a no go area

being tried. The black and white yvouth were tell
ing the racist authorites of England that they had
had enough of racism, police harassment, and mass-
ive unemployment amongst youth and were fighting
back militantly against their oppression. On
consequetive nights thoughout major cities in
England violence erupted with heavy attacks on
police lines including petrol bombing for the

first time in England. In Toxteth Liverpool the
roiting was particurly fierce with a temporaly

no go area being established. The youth were expr-
essing their outrage justifiably but eventually
they were defeated, with over 2,000 people arrested
thougho 1t England..One young man David Moore was
crushed to death beneath a police van during the
roiting. The hom secretary Whitelaw has now given
the police the right to use rubber bullets during
civil disorder if neccesary.
