In a statement issued to the Media on August
the. 24th the Scuth Armagh Brigade of the Irish
National Liberation Army claimed responsibility
for a booby-trap bomb, meant for the crown forces,
which exploded earlier that day.

The operation began late on Friday night
(23rd August) when armed volunteers seized a house
close to Killeady, Co. Armagh. After removing the
Occuppant to a safe location they proceeded to
booby-trap the front door of the house. A beerkeg
was then pilaced on the Dublin to Belfast railway
line 700 yards away. It was expected that,having
seen the hoax bomb, crown forces would clear civil-
ians, including the occuppant of the house, out of
the area thus activating the bomb. Unfortunately a
local man, having noticed the keg, arrived at the
house and detonated the device injuring himself,
