Free State Dept of Foreign Affairs and Britain’s For-
eign and Commonwealth Office that William and
Kate Windsor, the self-styled Duke and Duchess of

Cambridge have been invited to make an official vis-

it to Ireland on behalf of British Imperialism.

Irish Socialist Republicans are fundamentally op-
posed to the ongoing illegal occupation of Six Irish

Counties by Britain. So long as that illegal occupa-

tion is maintained, the relationship between Ireland
and Britain can never be a normal one. While the
occupation continues, ‘State visits’ by representatives
of British Imperialism to any part of Ireland are
deeply offensive to the Irish People and should be
resisted. This is all the more true when those tasked

to represent British Imperialism in Ireland are mem:-
bers of the parasitic ‘Windsor family, a family of war
criminals and paedophiles, who believe that their
Royal title gives them jurisdiction in Ireland. We
take this opportunity to remind them that it doesn't.
As James Connolly stated, ‘Britain has no right in

Ireland, never had any right and never can have any

right’.

Voice of the Socialist Republican Movement

Irish Socialist Republicans will oppose any visit
by English royals and indeed any other imperi-
alists to Ireland. The Parasites aren’t welcome!
We call on all Republican, Socialist and progres-

sive forces to do likewise.

The purpose of this visit, which takes place from
March 3-5, is to continue the failing attempts to nor-
malise the ongoing illegal British Occupation and
Free State Counter Revolution in Ireland. While
here, the Royal parasites will meet handpicked West
Brits and pro imperialists, visiting Dublin, Meath,
Kildare and Galway. A ring of steel will be put in
place for the visit with tax payers in Ireland footing
the security and hospitality bill for protecting and
entertaining those who illegally occupy our country.

At a time when there is increasing housing shortage

and growing homelessness, when the numbers lying

on hospital trolleys get larger by the day and when
essential frontline services in Working class Com-

munities continue to be cut by the Free State, there

can be no justification for funding an English Royal
Visit.
