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Housing Assistance
Payments (HAP) only
subsidises the incomes
lof landlords (to the tune
of 600 million euro al-
ready!) and encourages
them to push up rents
fto unaffordable levels
condeémning hundreds
Jof thousands of families
o poverty. This money
@should be used to build
homes.

Many families are paying
rents higher than.their
mortgage repayment
would be on their home
Bbut so long as it is prof-
Witable for landlords to
ontinue this situation -
he crisis will not end.
he government’s so-
Bcalled-solution is to
privatise housing com-
pletely. This has never

orked and

ill never work.
